
Kanlaon Volcanic Activity

SitRep No. 24 for Kanlaon Volcanic Activity

    July 10, 2024 08:00 am   

On 03 June 2024, at 6:51 PM, a moderately explosive eruption occurred at the summit crater of Kanlaon Volcano. The
event was recorded as an E-type earthquake that lasted six (6) minutes based on seismic data and produced a five (5)
kilometer-high voluminous eruption plume. Thermal camera monitors showed material collapsing from the incandescent
plume forming pyroclastic density currents or PDCs that descended the southern slopes to a distance of two (2) to three
(3) kilometers. Incandescent ballistic ejecta were also observed to rain down from the eruption plume. Rumbling sounds
generated by the eruption were heard in La Castellana and La Carlota City, Negros Occidental and Canlaon City, Negros
Oriental. Coarse ashfall reportedly fell upon barangays of these same areas and Bago City, Negros Occidental. Sulfurous
odors were also experienced by residents in these areas as well as in Kanlaon Volcano Observatory-La Carlota City
(KVO-LCC) and as far away as Murcia, Negros Occidental and Bacolod City.

In view thereof, DOST-PHIVOLCS raised the Alert Level of Kanlaon Volcano from Alert Level 1 (abnormal) to Alert Level
2 (increasing unrest). This means that there is current unrest driven by shallow magmatic processes that could eventually
lead to further explosive eruptions or even precede hazardous magmatic eruptions.

Explosive activity at Kanlaon on 3 June 2024 was immediately succeeded by profuse degassing from the summit crater
that waned by 8:20 AM on 4 June 2024 based on camera monitors. Post-eruptive degassing likely entrained volcanic ash
that fell as light ashfall on the southwest sector of the volcano as reported by a KVO-LCC survey team. As of 04 June,
12:00 NN, a total of 84 weak low-frequency volcanic earthquakes events have been recorded by the KVN, consistent with
current low-level degassing from the Kanlaon crater. SO2 emission measured by campaign survey has reached 4,113
tonnes/day, the highest flux this year and the second highest ever measured from Kanlaon.

Kanlaon occasionally exhibits phreatic and short-lived explosive eruptions that produce small-magnitude hazards. Of the
43 eruptions recorded since 1866 including this most recent one, only the 1902 eruption was magmatic and associated
with the generation of small-volume lava flows on the upper slopes.

-The Quick Response Team (QRT) in Negros Oriental has been activated to prepare for immediate response
and maintain close coordination, ensuring timely updates regarding the incident.

4 June 2024
-Regional Director Lucero, accompanied by the DRMD Chief and Response Team, traveled to Canlaon City to
meet with DSWD Secretary Rex Gatchalian. They conducted a courtesy visit to Negros Oriental Governor,
Mayor, and Congressman to discuss intervention strategies for the affected families.
-The Mobile Command Center (MCC) along with the Response Team is currently setting up the MCC in
Canlaon City.
-The DSWD as the Vice Chair of the Disaster Response Pillar attended and reported on the updates and
status of response in the virtual meeting called by the RDRRMC.
-FO 7’s Response and DRIMS staff in coordination with the LGU, provided technical assistance on DROMIC
Reporting as well as CCCM and IDP Protection.
-DSWD 7’s Response Team distributed an additional 39 Family Kits, amounting to a total value of
?98,280.00, which were provided to the affected families staying inside the EC.
-DSWD Sec. Rex Gatchalian, USEC Dianna Rose Cajipe, along with RD Shalaine Marie S. Lucero, led the
initial distribution of 34 FFPs and 10 Family Kits to the affected families in Canlaon City. The total cost of
assistance initially provided is ? 47,810.00.
-FO 7's Negros Warehousing Unit assisted in the unloading of the initial 5,000 out of the 10,000 FFPs upon
their arrival in Canlaon City. Additionally, 6 trucks carrying 10,000 FFPs to DSWD Dumaguete Warehouse,
Negros Oriental have been dispatched from VDRC.
-DSWD Non-food items, consisting of 250 sets of Family, Hygiene, Kitchen, and Sleeping Kits are on the way
to Canlaon City.
-A total of 10,000 Family Food Packs from the Visayas Disaster Resource Center (VDRC) have been
dispatched and are enroute to Canlaon City for distribution to affected families. Additionally, Canlaon City will
soon receive 120 rolls of laminated sacks and 1,200 Family Food Packs from the
Negros Oriental Warehouse.

5 June 2024
-DSWD 7’s Regional Director Lucero, along with the Response Team, met with the Canlaon City Local Chief
Executive as well as the barangay officials of Brgy Masulog and Pula to discuss their plan for the distribution
of relief assistance to the affected families. There was also distribution of the family food pack and non-food
items in the two evacuation centers.
-The Response Team of Field Office 7 in coordination with the LGU prepared the facilities at Macario
Española Memorial School Evacuation Center to accommodate any additional displaced families.
-DSWD 7’s Report Writer in coordination with Canlaon City LDRRMO, assisted in data validation of the
affected families, especially on the figures on IDPs staying in the evacuation center.
-DSWD 7’s deployed C/MATs in Canlaon City conducted psychosocial activities for the IDPs staying inside
the 2 evacuation centers.
-Six trucks carrying 10,000 FFPs from VDRC have arrived at Dumaguete Warehouse in Negros Oriental,
readily available for augmentation to the affected families.
-Distribution of food packs and non-food items to two (2) evacuation centers led by RD Shalaine Marie S.
Lucero and Mayor Jose Chubasco B. Cardenas was facilitated amounting to ? 293,927.00.
-Regional Director Shalaine Marie S. Lucero inspected the temporary storage facility in Canlaon City where
the FNFIs were temporarily placed, readily available for augmentation to the affected families.

6 June 2024
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-The DSWD 7 continues its monitoring and coordination with Canlaon City and the RDRRMC through its
Mobile Command Center stationed in Canlaon City and its Regional Operations Center at the Field Office.
-Regional Director Shalaine Marie S. Lucero, along with the DRMD Response Team, met with Canlaon City
officials for the distribution of relief assistance in Barangay Masulog. This was followed by a meeting on Camp
Coordination and Camp Management, and IDP Protection, which was attended by the Canlaon City Camp
Management Committee.
-DSWD 7's deployed personnel, in coordination with the LGU of Canlaon City, facilitated psychosocial
activities for the children IDPs residing within the Jose B. Cardenas Memorial High School-Uptown Campus
evacuation center.
-DSWD 7's Regional Director Lucero and the DRMD Response Team, in collaboration with the LGU,
spearheaded the distribution of family food packs and non-food items to the internally displaced persons
(IDPs) housed within the evacuation centers (ECs). Additionally, a total of 1,348 family food packs were
provided to the affected population in Brgy. Masulog. The total cost of assistance amounted to ?949,526.00.

7 June 2024
-RD Lucero convened the Response Team in coordination with the LGU to discuss their plan for the
distribution of relief assistance to the affected families in Barangay Linothangan and the planned setting up of
a community kitchen in the two evacuation centers.
-FO7’s Regional Director visited the evacuees temporarily taking shelter in Macario Española Memorial
School, making sure that the IDPs’ welfare is being taken care of.
-Another psychosocial activity was conducted for IDPs at the Jose B. Cardenas Memorial High School-
Uptown Annex Evacuation Center, facilitated by the deployed C/MATs.
-CSWDO Staff facilitated psychosocial activities for children and minor IDPs residing within the evacuation
center, which were graced by RD Lucero.
-In coordination with the LGU, DSWD 7’s Regional Director Lucero and the DRMD Response Team led the
distribution of 1,757 family food packs totaling ?992,705.00 to the affected population in Barangay Pula
together with LDRRMO, LSWDO, PSWDO, BLGU and Mayor Cardenas.

8 June 2024
-Field Office 7 maintains close coordination with the LGU to ensure the swift distribution of relief assistance to
affected families. Additionally, they focus on ensuring effective coordination regarding CCCM and IDP
Protection, and data validation processes. The DROMIC and Response teams remain actively engaged in
daily updating meetings with the RDRRMC, which are also attended by key member agencies, to ensure
seamless coordination efforts.
-Deployed C/MATs in coordination with the LGU facilitated the ongoing Family Assistance Card in
Emergencies and Disasters (FACED) administration in Brgy. Linothangan, Canlaon City.
-DRMD Chief led the distribution of donated toys to the children IDPs. A total of 64 children, staying in both
evacuation centers in Canlaon City, received the toys.
-FO 7’s Response Team led by DRMD Chief, Lilibeth A. Cabiara, distributed Family Food Packs to 49
families who are temporarily taking shelter in Macario Española Memorial School evacuation center in
Canlaon City.
-Internally displaced persons (IDPs) residing at the Jose B. Cardenas Memorial School (JBCMS) evacuation
center in Canlaon City were provided with Food and Non-Food Items from DSWD, distributed by the
Response Team in coordination with the LGU.

9 June 2024
-A turnover meeting was held to ensure Team 2 will be able to sustain the assigned tasks in the MCC,
CCCM/IDP Protection and distribution of FNFI as well as the coordination with partners according to DSWD’s
mandate on disaster response.
-Deployed City/Municipal Action Team in the evacuation center assisted the LGU during the distribution of
meals to the IDPs.
-FO 7’s Response Team distributed 1,375 Family Food Packs amounting to ? 776,875.00 in Brgy.
Linothangan.

10 June 2024
-Utilizing the Mobile Command Center, deployed team members attended the DSWD Monday Program
Convocation online, followed by the regular RDRRMC morning update.
-Field Office 7 attended the 2nd Coordination Meeting regarding the Mt. Kanlaon Volcanic Activity, convened
by NDRRMC.
-DRMD Chief Lilibeth A. Cabiara discussed the Operation of Community/Mobile Kitchen. DSWD personnel
and LGU representatives of Canlaon City attended the discussion to ensure the proper set-up and system
implementation of the community kitchen.
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-FO 7’s deployed C/MATs assisted the LGU on the distribution of meals to the IDPS in Canlaon City.
-The day shift Camp Personnel in the open ECs assisted the National Commission on Indigenous People
(NCIP) on the validation of the recorded Indigenous People in the camps.
-DSWD 7’s C/MATs provided assistance to the LGU in implementing wellness activity and psychological
activities for adult and minor IDPs residing in the camps.

11 June 2024
-FO7’s Response Team Lead Lilibeth Cabiara and DROMIC Focal Person Maribeth Bachoco-Belleza
attended a coordination meeting with the LGU Officials and PHIVOLCS led by Director Teresito Bacolcol and
Ma. Antonia Bornas, Chief, VMEPD.
-DSWD FO7's Mobile Command Center Team created the encoding database template for Family Assistance
Card in Emergencies and Disasters (FACED) to be used by LGU Canlaon City in the consolidation of data.
-Psychosocial activities such as basic first aid for adults, health and hygiene promotion for teenagers, and film
showing activities for child IDPs continue in coordination with the LGU, facilitated by the Philippine Red Cross
Negros Oriental Chapter assisted by DSWD CMATs.
-DSWD 7's C/MATs continue to assist the LGU in organizing morning wellness and psychological activities for
adult IDPs residing in the camps.
-The FO 7's Response Team, led by DRMD Chief Lilibeth A. Cabiara, along with CSWDO Lea Contreras
gathered at the Mobile Command Center to discuss the distribution of FNFI. The meeting was convened to
ensure that all families affected by the eruption of Mt. Kanlaon provided with family food packs and non-food
items are all fully accounted and recorded.

12 June 2024
-Deployed team from DSWD FO 7 led by DRMD Chief, Lilibeth A. Cabiara participated in a meeting with
Canlaon City's Incident Management Team.
-The LGU Canlaon City, together with IDPs and the deployed DSWD 7 team, participated in the Flag Raising
Ceremony commemorating the 126th Independence Day celebration.
-Following the camp closure, the Quick Response Team made an assessment to complete its deployment
period to assist the LGU in the next two or three days along FACED administration and encoding as well as
preparation of the QRT Report to the IMT.
-The Technical Persons attended the RDRRMC Briefing Meeting focusing on the ways forward after camp
closure.
-DSWD7 camp personnel provided technical assistance to the CSWDO in the conduct of camp closure
orientation and assisted in the sending-off of the internally displaced persons.
-DSWD 7’s C/MATs assisted in the reintegration of two (2) unaccompanied minors back to their family.
-C/MATs continue to support the LGU by assisting during the conduct of psychosocial activities in the camp
both for adult and minor IDPs. Additionally, they continue to support the LGU in conducting morning routine
wellness activity of the IDPs staying inside the camps.

13 June 2024
-DRMD Chief Lilibeth A. Cabiara, represented DSWD in the coordination meeting with OCD Director Joel
Erestain, PHIVOLCS Director Teresito Bacolcol and LGU Officials to discuss the preventive measures on the
4KM PDZ.
-DROMIC Focal Person, Maribeth E. Bachoco-Belleza, oriented the CSWDO staff of Canlaon City with the
deployed Quick Response Team (QRT) members on the administration and encoding of FACED. Following
this, in collaboration with the Central Office Staff, the QRT members were also provided with technical
assistance on the utilization of the AGAPP Mobile Application.
-The QRT members assisted in the encoding of FACED data of affected families.
-As part of the contingency plan for Mt. Kanlaon, DSWD 7’s Mobile Command Center (MCC) joined the OCD
7 in the coordination meeting with Vallehermoso officials and assessment of staging areas and evacuation
sites outside of 14 km PDZ. Set up and testing of the connectivity of the
MCC was a success.
-The FNFI Cluster of the deployed QRT in Canlaon City prepositioned the cauldron, aluminum pots and ladles
readily available for setting up of a community kitchen.
